I acknowledge that by signing this document, I am releasing Active Knowledge , and their respective agents, employees, volunteers, members, sponsors, promoters and affiliates (collectively “releases”) from liability.  This form is a contract with legal consequences.  I have been advised to read it carefully before signing it.

In consideration and acceptance of my application for entry in the above event, I hereby freely agree to make the following contractual representations and agreements.

Although Active Knowledge, has taken reasonable steps to provide me with appropriate equipment and skilled guidelines so I can enjoy an activity for which I may not be skilled, Active Knowledge, has informed me that this activity is not without risk.  Certain risks are inherent in each activity and cannot be eliminated without destroying the unique character of this activity.  These inherent risks are some of the same elements that contribute to the unique character of this activity and can be the cause of loss or damage to my equipment, or accidental injury, illness, or in extreme cases permanent injury or death. Active Knowledge, does not want to frighten me or reduce my enthusiasm for this activity, but believes it is important for me and my parents or guardians to know in advance what to expect and to be informed of the inherent risks.  The following describes some, but not all of those risks: 

Weather conditions, which may change rapidly and unpredictably, and may cause injury directly (for example, rain or hail storms, sunburn, lightening strikes, cold temperatures, and the like) or by acting upon other factors (for example, performance of equipment may be impaired by weather conditions).

Equipment used in the activity may break, fail, or malfunction, despite reasonable maintenance and use.  Some of the equipment used in activities may inflict injuries, even when used as intended.  Persons using equipment may lose control of such equipment and cause injury to themselves and others.
Most activities take place in a natural environment, where unexpected, unseen and unmarked objects and conditions create risk of injury or death from falling, tripping, slipping, insect or animal contact, unstable surface conditions, falling rocks and objects, potentially harmful vegetation, and the like.

Activities in or near the water such as cycling, rafting, kayaking, fishing, hiking, backpacking, skiing, snowboarding and the like, involve risk or injury, illness and drowning.  Because they are in a natural environment, lakes, ponds, streams, rivers and creeks present risks of water movement, subsurface conditions, cold water conditions, water impurities, and the like.  There is also a risk of falling out of or being struck by water craft. 

Active Knowledge and volunteers use their best judgment in determining how to react to circumstances including weather, terrain, water conditions, and other unpredictable natural phenomena.  The staff and volunteers may misjudge such circumstances, an individual’s capabilities, and the like.

I FULLY ASSUME THE RISKS ASSOCIATED WITH PARTICIPATION IN SUCH ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING THE RELEASEE’S OWN NEGLIEGENCE.

I understand that I or my child may be traveling via Active Knowledge (owned, borrowed, or rented) or by public transportation.  Motor accidents may occur in the course of transporting Active Knowledge participants to or from activities or locations.
These are some, but not all, of the risks inherent in cycling adventure and camping activities: a complete listing of inherent and other risks is not possible.  There are also other risks which cannot be anticipated.  I AGREE TO ASSUME AND ACCEPT FULL RESPOONSIBILITY FOR THE RISKS IDENTIFIED HEREIN AND THOSE INHERENT RISKS NOT SPECIFICALLY IDENTIFIED.  My participation and the participation of my child is purely voluntary, no one is forcing me or my child to participate, and we elect to participate in spite of and with full knowledge of the inherent risks.

I have carefully read, clearly understand, and accept the terms and conditions stated herein and acknowledge that this agreement shall be binding upon me, my heirs, assignees, personal representatives, and estate and for all members of my family, including minor children.  On behalf of myself and my child I HEREBY RELEASE, WAIVE, DISCHARGE, HOLD HARMLESS AND PROMISE NOT TO SUE AND INDEMNIFY the releasees, its managers, employees (hired or volunteered) and agents, sponsors of this event, law enforcement agencies, all public entities, special districts and properties, and their respective agents, officials, and employees through or by which the event is held, with respect to injury, illness, damage, or death occurring to me or my child while participating in any and all Active Knowledge, and Bike Coop programs, activities, and events.  I hereby agree to indemnify and hold harmless the releasees with respect to any claim asserted by myself or on behalf of my child as a result of injury, illness, damage, or death, and FROM ANY AND ALL RIGHTS AND CLAIMS, INCLUDING CLAIMS ARISING FROM THE RELEASEE’S OWN NEGLIGENCE.
I will participate wearing all safety equipment which satisfies the safety requirements in each sport and that can protect against serious injury, and assume all responsibility and liability for the selection of such equipment.  I HAVE NO PHYSICAL OR MEDICAL CONDITION WHICH TO MY KNOWLEDGE WOULD ENDANGER MYSELF OR OTHERS IF I PARTICIPATE IN THIS EVENT, or would interfere with my ability to participate in this event.

I also authorize Active Knowledge, to use photos and written comments of my self or my child for promotional materials.

I agree, for myself and my successors, that the above representations are contractually binding, are not mere recitals, and that should I or my successors assert my claim in contravention of this agreement, the asserting party shall be liable for the expenses (including legal fees) incurred by the other party or parties in defending, unless the other party or parties are finally adjudged liable on such claim for willful and wanton negligence.  This agreement may not be modified orally, and a consent to any other provision shall not be construed as a modification of any other provision herein or as a consent to any other provision herein or as a consent to any subsequent waiver or modification,
Every term and provision of this agreement is intended to be severable.  If any one or more of them is found to be unenforceable or invalid, this shall not affect the other terms and provisions, which shall remain binding and enforceable.
